All surfaces must be clean, dry (to touch) and free grease and other contaminants. Remove all loose
and flaking material with a scraper and a stiff brush back to a sound surface. Remove all moss/mould
contamination with EVERBUILD MOSS AND MOULD REMOVER. Chemically or mechanically hardened
floor may need abrasion prior to use. If in doubt test a small area prior to full application.
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Concrete must be a minimum of 6 months old before paint can be applied. Priming is not normally
required however if necessary apply a priming coat of 1 part white spirit to 4 parts paint and allow to
dry. EVERBUILD FLOOR PAINT is touch dry in 2-3 hours depending on ambient temperatures. NOTE
low temperatures can significantly extend drying time. Apply using a brush or roller to give an even
coating. 2 coats are normally required allowing 16-24 hours between coats. Clean tools and brushes
with white spirits/turps subs after use. Cured product can be removed using xylene.
